This
can be a flat piece of wood or a squarish flat piece of
found driftwood. If you wish create a mirror then
in addition to your baseboard you need to bring a
mirror which will sit on your baseboard with at least
3”surround smaller in area than your baseboard. So,
an 8 x 6” square or round mirror would need a piece
of hardboard or wood at least 11 x 11”7 square for the
base. You can glue your mirror into position if this is
an idea which would suit you and we will build up the
base on your arrival. These can be a wall hangings.
